Optional settlement conferences urged 
Recommendations by the 

BCBA Family Law Committee 
to make settlement conferences 
optional and to initiate a study 
of juvenile policies and proce-
dures have been forwarded to 
the 13th Judicial Circuit Court 
En Banc. 

In addition to recommending 
that settlement conferences no 
longer be mandatory, the com-
mittee suggested that clients 
should not be required to attend 

unless it is likely they will ac-
tively participate. 

The committee urged the court 
to create a task force to study 
“policies and procedures cur-
rently in place in the juvenile 
law system” and suggested the 
task force be asked to report its 
findings and recommendations 
within one year of appointment. 

It is anticipated the recom-
mendations will be on the 
court’s agenda on April 7. 

Local rule on withdrawal is amended 
Local Rule 21.4 recently was 

amended to incorporate an up-
dated reference to the Rules of 
Professional Conduct. The up-
dated rule appears on the 
BCBA web site. The rule now 

refers to Supreme Court Rule 4-
1.16 instead of the outdated ref-
erences to Rule 4, Code of Pro-
fessional Responsibility, Canon 
2, Ethical Considerations 2-32 
and Disciplinary Rule 2-111.
